NATHANIEL. A title to Phoebe, to Luna, to the moon. HOLOFERNES.
The moon was a month old when Adam was no more, And raught not to
five weeks when he came to five-score. Th' allusion holds in the exchange.
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DULL. 'Tis true, indeed; the colluson holds in the exchange.
HOLOFERNES. God comfort thy capacity! | say th' alusion holds in the
exchange. DULL. And | say the polusion holds in the exchange; for the
moon is never but a month old; and | say, beside, that ‘twas a pricket that
the Princess kill'd. HOLOFERNES. Sir Nathaniel, will you hear an
extemporal epitaph on the death of the deer? And, to humour the ignorant,
call the deer the Princess kill'd a pricket. NATHANIEL. Perge, good
Master Holofernes, perge, so it shall please you to abrogate scurrility.
HOLOFERNES. | Will something affect the letter, for it argues facility.

Sir, | praise the
Lord for you, and so may my parishioners; for their sons are well tutor'd
by you, and their daughters profit very greatly under you.

Don Armado. | beseech you read it. HOLOFERNES. Fauste, precor gelida
guando pecus omne sub umbra Ruminat- and so forth. Ah, good old
Mantuan! | may speak of thee as the traveller doth of Venice: Venetia,
Venetia, Chi non ti vede, non ti pretia. Old Mantuan, old Mantuan! Who
understandeth thee not, loves thee not- Ut, re, sol, Ia, mi, fa. Under pardon,
sir, what are the contents? or rather as Horace says in his- What, my soul,
verses? NATHANIEL. Ay, sir, and very learned. HOLOFERNES. Let me
hear a staff, a stanze, averse; lege, domine. NATHANIEL. [Reads] 'If love
make me forsworn, how shall | swear to love? Ah, never faith could hold,
If not to beauty vowed! Though to myself forsworn, to thee I'll faithful
prove;, Those thoughts to me were oaks, to thee like osiers bowed. Study
his bias leaves, and makes his book thine eyes, Where all those pleasures
live that art would comprehend. If knowledge be the mark, to know thee
shall suffice; Well learned is that tongue that well can thee commend; All
ignorant that soul that sees thee without wonder; Which is to me some
praise that | thy parts admire.

Dark needs no candles now, for dark is light. BEROWNE. Your mistresses
dare never come in rain For fear their colours should be wash'd away.
KING. 'Twere good yours did; for, sir, to tell you plain, I'll find a fairer
face not wash'd to-day. BEROWNE. I'll prove her fair, or talk till
doomsday here. KING. No devil will fright thee then so much as she.
DUMAIN. | never knew man hold vile stuff so dear. LONGAVILLE.
Look, here's thy love: my foot and her face see. [Showing his shoe]
BEROWNE. O, if the streets were paved with thine eyes, Her feet were
much too dainty for such tread! DUMAIN. O vile! Then, as she goes, what
upward lies The street should see as she walk'd overhead. KING. But what
of this? Are we not al in love? BEROWNE. Nothing so sure; and thereby
al forsworn. KING. Then leave this chat; and, good Berowne, now prove
Our loving lawful, and our faith not torn. DUMAIN. Ay, marry, there;
some flattery for this evil. LONGAVILLE. O, some authority how to
proceed; Some tricks, some quillets, how to cheat the devill DUMAIN.
Some salve for perjury. BEROWNE. 'Tis more than need. Have at you,
then, affection’'s men-at-arms. Consider what you first did swear unto: To
fast, to study, and to see no woman- Flat treason ‘gainst the kingly state of
youth. Say, can you fast? Your stomachs are too young, And abstinence
engenders maladies. And, where that you you have vow'd to study, lords,
In that each of you have forsworn his book, Can you still dream, and pore,
and thereon look? For when would you, my lord, or you, or you, Have
found the ground of study's excellence Without the beauty of a woman's
face? From women's eyes this doctrine | derive: They are the ground, the
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books, the academes, From whence doth spring the true Promethean fire.
Why, universal plodding poisons up The nimble spirits in the arteries, As
motion and long-during action tires The sinewy vigour of the traveller.
Now, for not looking on awoman's face, You have in that forsworn the use
of eyes, And study too, the causer of your vow; For where is author in the
world Teaches such beauty as a woman's eye?

Now to
plain-dealing; lay these glozes by. Shall we resolve to woo these girls of
France? KING And win them too; therefore let us devise Some
entertainment for them in their tents. BEROWNE. First, from the park let
us conduct them thither; Then homeward every man attach the hand Of his
fair mistress. In the afternoon We will with some strange pastime solace
them, Such as the shortness of the time can shape; For revels, dances,
masks, and merry hours, Forerun fair Love, strewing her way with flowers.

What mean
you, sir? BOYET. To make Judas hang himself. HOLOFERNES. Begin,
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sir; you are my elder. BEROWNE. Well followed: Judas was hanged on an
elder. HOLOFERNES. | will not be put out of countenance. BEROWNE.
Because thou hast no face. HOLOFERNES. What is this? BOYET. A
cittern-head. DUMAIN. The head of a bodkin. BEROWNE. A desath's face
in aring. LONGAVILLE. The face of an old Roman coin, scarce seen.
BOYET. The pommel of Coesar's falchion. DUMAIN. The carv'd-bone
face on a flask. BEROWNE. Saint George's half-cheek in a brooch.
DUMAIN. Ay, and in a brooch of lead. BEROWNE. Ay, and worn in the
cap of a tooth-drawer. And now, forward;, for we have put thee in
countenance. HOLOFERNES. You have put me out of countenance.
BEROWNE. Fase: we have given thee faces. HOLOFERNES. But you
have outfac'd them all.

Faith, unless you play the honest Troyan, the poor wench is cast away.

Dost thou infamonize me among potentates? Thou shalt die. COSTARD.
